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Four observations about this wedding: 
1.  The wedding took place on the third day after Jesus came into Cana in Galilee. (v.1) 

2.  Mary, the mother of Jesus, was at this wedding. (v.1) 

3.  Jesus and his disciples attended the  wedding. (v.2) 

4.  The most important person at this wedding was Jesus.   (v.1,2) 

 

Question:  What is the problem at the wedding? 

Answer:    The wine runs out. 

 

Important Principle:  No matter how small or great your need might be you can always turn to Jesus for help. (v.3) 

 

Important Principle:  We need to be obedient to everything Jesus commands us  

                             to do! (v.5) 

 

Three lessons from these servants: 
1.  Obedience 

2.  Exuberance 

3.  Patience 

 

Question:  What happens when the master of the feast takes a sip? 

Answer:    He’s completely blown away by how good the wine tastes. (v. 9,10) 

 

John has two purposes for telling us this miracle: 
1.  He wants to tell us who Jesus is (reveal His glory). (v.11) 

2.  He wants us to believe in Him. (v.11)
